3. Go to the Summer Boost Skill Plan (website directions)
o After you are logged in click Learning at the top of the page, followed by selecting Math.
o Inthe menu directly beneath the list of subjects, click Skill Plans.
o Atthe top of the list, you will see the Summer Boost skill plan. Select the grade you are entering
this fall.

Be sure to login to your account before
you start working!
4. You are not required to reach a SmartScore of 100. Do your best and complete a minimum of 20
problems in each skill set.
